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Course Description 





This 3-day course is suited for the technician who will be splicing paired copper cables in the OSP.  This course will train students to splice and maintain cables in aerial, and direct buried applications.  Students will learn how to splice cables in new construction, as well as dealing with cut-overs in existing cable plant.  This is a lab intensive course and will develop the basic splicing skills that are required for production splicing.
